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Land Development
 Planning and Design

We work with realtors, developers, land
owners and builders to create “places”
rather than developments. Places are the
result of thoughtful planning and
integrated solutions for land use,
infrastructure, access, circulation,
architecture, and landscape. Successful
development projects are places with
character; each solution is unique! On
most of our commissions the design
reference is the site’s context; most
frequently the natural landscape but
occasionally the reference is the
surrounding built environment. Most land
development projects involve
collaboration with a range of disciplines
including real estate and finance,
engineering, and architectural.

Gallatin Center: Fischer & Associates
was retained to master plan a 200 acre
mixed use business park north of
Bozeman on land located adjacent to a
new interchange. Services included
recommendations on land use, access,
site development and landscape design.
We assisted the developer with local and
state approvals.

Valley West: The neighborhood master
plan focused on creating a unique
character by creating non-standard street
corridors including parkways and narrow
lanes,  unique entryway landscaping and
multiple use greenway corridors that
connect the neighborhood to a school and
community park.

Cattail Creek: The development proposal
for this neighborhood retained natural
areas, introduced trails, established
landscape design standards and provided
a broad range of active and passive
recreational opportunities.
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Shiloh Junction: Fischer & Associates was
retained by the landowner and the commercial
real estate broker to develop alternative site
plans.

TransTech Center: Fischer & Associates
advised BSEDA on the aesthetics of the
development addressing landscape, site
planning, corridor plans and architectural design.
Sandy was retained to develop the CCR’s,
Codes, Covenants and Restrictions included in
the original subdivision plat. When the project
changed ownership, these CCR’s were retained,
although other firms were responsible for design
and implementation.

Youth Services Campus: A neighborhood
proposal for revitalization initiated by the
Community Crime Prevention Council
recommended development of a youth services
Campus in South Billings. The planning process
involved extensive GIS inventory of land use,
ownership, occupancy and infrastructure
conditions. The final report makes
recommendations on land use, infill projects
and streetscape design, with the goal of creating
a district identity and neighborhood
improvements.

Homestead Business Park: A master site plan,
landscape guidelines and serving in design
review capacity to the original developer and
First Interstate Bank, was the function of this
firm. Fischer & Associates has designed twelve
projects within the Homestead Business Park,
the most recent being Wells Fargo Operations
Center.
